	ENG2309-3 Listening and Speaking 3 is a skill-based course designed to develop students’ communicative competence at the B1 level of the Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR). The course enhances students’ ability to understand standard spoken English on familiar topics related to everyday life, work, school, and leisure activities. Through exposure to clearly articulated speech in a range of familiar accents, students learn to identify key ideas, extract specific details, recognize factual information, and interpret the speaker’s purpose and attitude.
On the speaking side, the course strengthens students’ ability to participate actively and confidently in a variety of interactive tasks. Learners practice sustaining straightforward descriptions, expressing personal opinions, exchanging and confirming information, and dealing with routine and non-routine situations. Students also engage in unprepared conversations on topics of personal relevance and more abstract cultural issues such as films, books, social concerns, and current events. By the end of the course, students will be able to communicate with greater fluency, accuracy, and confidence while demonstrating improved listening comprehension and oral interaction skills appropriate to the B1 level.

	7. Course Main Objective(s):

	The main objectives of Listening and Speaking 3 are to:
1. Develop students’ listening comprehension skills by enabling them to understand main ideas, details, and factual information in standard spoken English on familiar topics across social, academic, and professional contexts.
2. Strengthen students’ ability to interpret clearly articulated speech delivered in familiar accents, including the comprehension of explanations, opinions, contrasts, counter-arguments, and narrative sequences.
3. Enhance students’ speaking proficiency through practice in producing coherent, straightforward descriptions and engaging in spontaneous conversations on familiar and personally relevant topics.
4. Enable students to communicate confidently in routine and less routine situations, including exchanging, checking, and confirming information, asking for clarification, explaining problems, and responding appropriately.
5. Expand students’ ability to express personal opinions, viewpoints, and experiences, including participation in discussions and debates on social, cultural, and everyday matters.
6. Promote the use of strategic communication skills, such as paraphrasing, circumlocution, using signposting language, linking ideas logically, and employing cohesive devices to sustain spoken interaction.
7. Foster learner autonomy, confidence, and responsibility by encouraging active class participation, consistent practice, and the application of listening and speaking strategies beyond the classroom.
